Places in activities are limited so if an activity becomes owersubscribed, a
waiting list will be kept in case places become available at a later date.

Those who have a place at a paid club will be notified by a payment request
on ParentPay. All fees must then be paid by Thursday 20t April. Children
may not be allowed to take part in an activity if payment hasn’t been received
by this date. Places in other clubs will be confirmed via email as soon as
places have been allocated.

If, for any reason, your child no longer requires their place, please let
the office know as soon as possible so the place can be offered to
someone else. Where payment has been made, refunds will only be given if
the place can be filled.

Children should be collected promptly after their activity from the main
entrance of the school unless you indicate on the online form that your child
may go home unaccompanied.
